Aboard the "Arisan Maru" 

Subject decedent was a passenger aboard the Japanese transport
Arisan Maru which was sunk on 24 October 1944 in Bashi Straits, north 
of the Philippines while transporting prisoners of war from Manila to 
Japan. According to translated documents and records of the Japanese 
Government Prisoner of War Information Bureau, Tokyo, 1,782 prisoners 
of war boarded the Arisan Maru at Manila on 11 October 1944. Dbe ~OW 
attempted to escape during the trip and was shot (Major Robert Blake ~ , 
Lothrop). The death of four Prisoners of War through illness was men­
tioned although no names are stated. The whereabouts of remaining
1,777 prisoners of war became unknown as the result of the disaster. 
A later report revealed that four individuals were rescued by the Jap­
anese, however, the decedent was not one of them.
