The Story
On June 6, 1942 our ship, the “Stanvac Calcutta” was sunk by a German “Raider.”  
We had a crew of 52 and 13 were killed and several were wounded.  We were picked up out of the water by the “Raider” and spent 5 days aboard her.  We were then transferred to a “Tanker” where we spent about a month after which we were transferred to an armed “Freighter.”
The “Freighter” (“Speabank” called Stewbank by us because of the stew they fed us) carried us to Yokahama where we were turned over to the “Japs.”
The “Japs” took us to Yahata, a steel mill center, where we were placed in an old hospital building but later were placed in a camp of 1200 men of several nationalities – Americans, English, Indian, Chinks, Australians, Javanese, Dutch, Arabs, and a few others.
Here we were divided into working parties of about 40 men.  My gang worked in a factory where they rolled out tin sheets.  It was very hard… a page has been torn out… head with an iron rod until you couldn’t recognize me.

Yahata was bombed twice.  Once in August, 1942 with small stuff and again a year later with incendiary bombs which wiped her out.  I still don’t see how we came out alive.  Of the P.O.Ws only one man lost his life and we were right in the middle of it.  When the bombs started falling all the Japs ran to the “?????” hole which they called an air raid shelter.  I dived into one with 4 Japs.  They were shaking like leaves in a high wind.  After the raid it took two hours to round us up.  We had scattered all over the factory.  That was on August 8, 1945.  After that we never went back to work.  We heard afterward that they had an atomic bomb with them but didn’t drop it because the visibility was bad.  Yahata was then slated for the atomic bomb Aug. 16th but the war ended the 15th and we were saved as well as the Japs.

It wasn’t until Sept. 15th that we were evacuated.  We were carried by train to Nagasaki.  There we caught the “Speaker,” a British carrier, and were carried to Okinawa.  After staying there two days, we caught a B-24 which carried us to Manila.  

It was my first train ride and I really enjoyed it.  

I am now waiting for the ship which will take me to the good old U.S.A. and home.

Looking back over the bad treatment we have had and the pain and misery we have borne.  Looking at the other people around me now and in the past and what little they have – looking at the treatment I have received since I was released and looking forward to what I have at home, I can say with all my heart and mean every word of it…I’m proud to be an American!

All I do now is eat, drink, and sleep – what a comparison to my lat three years!

Sept. 24, ‘45

Last night I went to a stage show.  I believe it is the best I have ever seen.

I took my shots today and tonight I will be repossessed after which I may go home.

Oct. 2

I am on my way home at last.  We came aboard the “USS Bolivar” last night at 10 p.m. while it was raining cats and dogs.  We got under way at 10 this morning and will arrive in ‘Frisco in about 3 weeks.  Boy!  It sure is hot.
Oct. 7

Boy!  Does this boat seem slow.  It’s making 18 knots which is fair speed but it sure seems slow.  ‘Tis too bad I couldn’t go home in a plane.

Dec. 11, 1945

Have been home about a month and have really been enjoying myself.  It does seem strange that all the boys and girls my age have families now.  It kind of makes me feel lonesome.

Sept. 16, 1945
