Witness also denled she had heard
Couscna aay to Major Tsunelshi, who
demanded thal he broadeast, “If that
is what you want, then as one officer
Lo another, give me a revolver and
one round of ammunition and leave
me alone for five minutes.”

Baisho also denled knowlsdge of
Cousens to broadcast a vio-
lent attack on President Roossvelt,
and following that he was badly
beaten up by the Kempel Tal.
