tobacco than Hipponese olvilians.

1. The orizinal group of one hundred forty-nine (149)
terned in this prison camp are in comparatively good health.
six additional men who arrived August 5, 1945 are not as fortunate,.
Of this new group, a good many suffer from hyproteinemia and BIA~-
olation. '

2. Generully snreaking the most c¢anmon unmplainﬁﬂ are:
proteinemia and beri-beri----twenty-five severe cases and apprc
imately twenty-flve mild oases. There are approximat twen
cases of malmutrition and emaneiation. The most general o
suffered occasionally by all men and continually by about ©
five men is gestro-enieritis and diarrhea, due not so much to
tract affections, but to the quality of the prisoner's diet.

3. Although the majority of the men have - suffered from malaria A
in the Philippines, cnly two demonstrate occasional malarial HmMthqsh,.-
at thn present time. '
